Flammable Liquid Safety

Using flammable liquids can be safe if you follow some simple common sense safety rules. If you disregard any of these safety precautions, the results can be an explosion or fire that can cause severe injury or death.

What are Flammable Liquids?

All flammable liquids give off invisible vapors that are easily ignited by heat, open flame or a single spark.

Flammable liquids are found in spray cans, fuels, some cleaners and other chemical compounds. Our company labeling system provides you information on the Flammability Rating of all chemicals in our facility.

Read the label…
…know the hazards!


Never!

… use fuel such as gasoline as a cleaner

… store flammable liquid or spray cans in electrical utility rooms

… mix flammable liquids together unless you have an approved procedure

… pour or store flammable liquids in glass or unmarked containers

Approved Containers Only

We provide approved containers for all flammable liquids.  

All large or BULK containers are designed for flammable liquids.  The areas used for storing bulk flammable liquids are also specifically designed to prevent fires & explosions.

Approved small portable containers called “Safety Cans” must be used whenever you transfer flammable liquids from a bulk container to a work area.  Never take more than you need for a specific task


Bonding & Grounding
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Even a small spark, such as from static electricity, can cause flammable vapors to ignite.

Before transferring flammable liquids, place the transfer can on the ground next to the bulk container, then attach the grounding strap from the bulk container to the safety can handle.  Use the attached hose to partially fill the safety can… never fill the safety can to the top or cause an overflow.

After filling has been completed, return the transfer hose to its holder, then remove the grounding strap from the handle of the transfer can.

Flammable Storage
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All flammable liquids have a specific storage location when not being used.  For indoor storage, flammable storage lockers of special rooms are provided.  Bulk liquid containers are stored outside.  When you have completed any task with flammable liquids or spray cans, ensure you immediately return the container to the proper flammable storage locker.

Smart Safety Rules

Never smoke in areas where flammable liquids are stored or used.

Use only the smallest amount needed for each job.

Use approved, labeled containers

Cleanup & immediately report any spills.
